SECTION 1

Postponed Matches & penalties arising therefrom
EXTRACT FROM THE EXISTING LEAGUE RULES 8 & 9
8.       Fixtures will be notified to Club Secretaries by the League Secretary.  Matches to be played home and away (unless specified otherwise) on fixed dates to be determined by the League Management Committee, but may be played on an alternative date by mutual agreement, provided May fixtures are played by the end of June, June fixtures by the end of July and July/August by the Thursday preceding the nominated Friday in August. Any club with two teams in the same league must play their games home and away against each other before the last three games of the season.  No match may be postponed to a later date without the permission of the League Secretary. Other than when a match is postponed because of weather conditions or two or more players are involved in International Matches or National Championships under the jurisdiction of the County Association or Bowls England. In the event of a match being postponed the home team shall, within four days of the original fixture date, offer their opponents a minimum of two dates but not more than four, subject to the limit dates above, one of which must be accepted. Clubs not fulfilling their County League matches by the end of the season may lose 5 points and 10 shots and their opponents awarded 5 points and 10 shots. All zone leagues matches to be completed by the first Friday in August or seasonally adjusted by the League Secretary which will be notified at the start of the league period, the Thursday preceding this date must be reserved for re-arranged league matches.
9.       League Matches to commence not later than 6.30pm up to the end of July, and 6.15pm for all dates in August.  No trial ends, other than visiting teams playing on an artificial surface whom shall have the option of two trial ends provided they are completed prior to the designated commencement time and will be deemed not to infringe law 15 of the laws of the game. Draw to be made for rinks. If at the commencement time a complete team is not present those players on the green must be formed into fours to enable a start to be made.  The minimum number of players in a league match rink is three and in a league match is nine. Unless a minimum of nine players are ready to play within a period of 30 minutes from the designated commencement time the defaulting team shall have five points deducted and the match re-arranged as per rule 3, however, if less than nine players are ready to play after a period of thirty minutes from the designated commencement time and the reason is due to an accident or illness en route no points will be deducted and the match re-arranged as per rule 3.
 Proposed changes to Rule 8 & 9 (in red text)
RULE 8

a) Fixtures will be notified to Club Secretaries by the League Secretary.  
b) Matches will be played home and away (unless specified otherwise) on fixed dates to be determined by the League Management Committee, but may be played on an alternative date by mutual agreement, provided May fixtures are played by the end of June, June fixtures by the end of July and July/August by the Thursday preceding the nominated Friday in August all fixtures are completed by a date one week prior to the scheduled date for the last matches in the respective league zone

c) Any club with two teams in the same league must play their games home and away against each other before the last three games of the season.  
d) No match may be postponed to a later date without the permission of the League Secretary, other than when a match is postponed because of weather conditions or two or more players are involved in International Matches or National Championships under the jurisdiction of the County Association or Bowls England. In these circumstances the League Secretary must be informed of the postponement and the match re-arranged in accordance with para e) below
e) In the event of a match being postponed in accordance with the above a re-arranged date for the match must be agreed within 7 days of the date of the original fixture date and the League Secretary informed of the re-arranged date. The home team shall, within four days of the original fixture date, offer their opponents a minimum of two dates but not more than four, subject to the limit dates above, one of which must be accepted. 
f) If a team fails to fulfil a match or postpones a match without the permission of the League Secretary  per para (d) above their opponents will be awarded 5 points and have 10 shots added to their “shots for” total & the offending team will be awarded no points and have 10 shots added to their “shots against” total

g) Clubs not fulfilling their County League matches by the end of the season may lose 5 points and 10 shots and their opponents awarded 5 points and 10 shots. All zone leagues matches to be completed by the first Friday in August or seasonally adjusted by the League Secretary which will be notified at the start of the league period, the Thursday preceding this date must be reserved for re-arranged league matches.
RULE 9       

a) League Matches to will commence not later than 6.30pm up to the end of July, and 6.15pm for all dates in August.  
b) No trial ends will be played, other than visiting teams playing on an artificial surface whom shall have the option of two trial ends provided they are completed prior to the designated commencement time and will be deemed not to infringe law 15 of the laws of the game. 
c) A draw will be made for rinks. 
d) If at the commencement time a complete team is not present those players on the green must be formed into fours to enable a start to be made.  The minimum number of players in a league match rink is three and in a league match is nine. 
e) Unless a minimum of nine players are ready to play within a period of 30 minutes from the designated commencement time the match will be deemed to be unfulfilled in accordance with rule 8 and points and shots will be allocated also in accordance with rule 8 the defaulting team shall have five points deducted and the match re-arranged as per rule 3. However if less than nine players are ready to play after a period of thirty minutes from the designated commencement time and the reason is due to an accident or illness en route no points will be deducted and the match re-arranged as per rule 8.
SECTION 2 
Dress Code & WP Baker Cup & Hansells Cup

Extract from existing League rules – rule 12

12.       All matches to be played under Bowls England Rules, unless amended herein. 
All white above the waist, club tie, or coloured shirt registered with the Norfolk 
Bowls Association, Grey Flannels and Brown, White, Black or Grey regulation 
bowling shoes.  For the semi-finals and final of the W P Baker Cup, all white 
above the waist, club tie or coloured shirt registered with the Norfolk Bowls 
Association, White Flannels and Brown, Grey, Black or White regulation 
bowling shoes.  For all rounds of the Hansells Solicitors Cup, all white above 
the waist, club tie or coloured shirt registered with the Norfolk Bowls 
Association, Grey Flannels and Brown, White, Black or Grey regulation bowling 
shoes.  Play to be in accordance with rule 2 of rules of play, but in the event of 
a tie on points an extra end or ends must be played to reach a result. The zone 
play offs shall be on dates, other than the Middleton Cup semi-finals/final 
date,    fixed by the League Management Committee. Discs of the same colour shall be used on the bowls of all players of a team in the league.
Proposed change to rule 12 (in red text)

All matches to be played under Bowls England Rules, unless amended herein. 

For all matches other than specified below the dress code will be all white 
above the waist, club tie, or coloured shirt registered with the Norfolk Bowls 
Association, Grey trousers or Bowls England licensed & approved grey shorts and 
Brown, White, Black or Grey regulation bowling shoes.  
For the semi-finals and final of the W P Baker Cup, all white above the waist, club tie or coloured shirt registered with the Norfolk Bowls Association, White trousers or Bowls England licensed & approved white  shorts and Brown, Grey, Black or White regulation bowling shoes.  
For all rounds of the Hansells Solicitors Cup, all white above the waist, club tie or coloured shirt registered with the Norfolk Bowls Association, Grey trousers or Bowls England licensed & approved grey shorts and Brown, White, Black or Grey regulation bowling shoes.  

For all rounds of the WP Baker Cup & Hansells Solicitors Cup the Umpire 
present will prior to the match commencing nominate the rink number to play 
an extra end should this be required.


Play shall be in accordance with rule 7 but in the event of a tie on points the 
nominated rink number will play an extra end and the result of this end will 
determine the result


The zone play offs shall be on dates, other than the Middleton Cup semi-finals/final date, fixed by the League Management Committee. 
Discs of the same colour shall be used on the bowls of all players of a team in the league.
